
                       Declaration of Principles 

 

1. We believe in Infinite Intelligence. (We 
believe in God.)

(We 
believe that God is expressed through all 
Nature.) 

3. We affirm that a correct understanding of 

such expression and living in accordance 

therewith, constitutes true religion.  (True 
religion is living in obedience to Nature’s 
Laws.) 

4. We affirm that the existence and personal 

identity of the individual continue after 

the change called death.  (We never die.) 

5. We affirm that communication with the so 

called dead is a fact, scientifically proven 

by the phenomena of Spiritualism.  

(Spiritualism proves that we can talk with 
people in the Spirit World.) 

6. We believe that the highest morality is 

contained in the Golden Rule, “Do unto 

others as you would have them do unto 

you.”  (Be kind, do good, and others will do 
likewise.)

Steps to becoming a Member: 

1.  Spend time with us and get to

3.  Attend several services, classes,

4.  Speak with the Church Pastor or 
a Board Member about member 
expectations 

5.  Upon acceptance of the 
expectations complete a Church 
Membership Application 

6.  Your application is then brought 
before the Board at its next meeting 
which you must attend to express 
your interest in membership and 
your understanding of Spiritualism.   

7.  After your time to express your 
interest you will be asked to step 
outside of the meeting area so the 
Board can privately decide by vote 
whether to accept you as a new 
church member.  Barring any 
reasonable objections, you are then 
accepted as a new church member. 

8.  Once you have completed the 
previous steps and paid $25.00 in 
dues, you will be notified of the date 
for the Right Hand of Fellowship, 
given during an upcoming church 
service.
